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ItÕs time again Ð itÕs another Fall as we come back from summer holidays hopefully 
feeling rested and renewed.  It often feels like the Fall is the beginning of the Church 
calendar as Sunday School, adult classes, and all our church events and groups begin 
again.

When we know our purpose and values, we are willing to make 
sacrifices and realize we cannot do everything and be everything to everybody.  It brings a paradoxical sense of peace 
and joy.

In the Christian Scriptures and early Church documents, Jesus and his followers were known as ÒPeople of the Way.Ó  
They were known for radical inclusivity, gender equality, spirit-filled and non-hierarchical living, seeking the 
Kingdom of God, proclaiming the inherent worth of every human being, and standing up for those who were 
oppressed in non-violent ways.   They really knew their purpose and values and consequently, they were also known 
as people filled with a joy and peace that was not tied to the ways of the world.

As we begin this fall, I want us to claim what it means for us individually  and corporately to be ÒPeople of the WayÓ 
at McKillop, not just in words, but also down to the core of the way we act and live, the way we treat each other, the 
way we interact with the community of Lethbridge.
